Cobra Pipeline, Ltd. 

Rules for Pooling/Agency Assignment
1. The operation of and authorization to pool and to assign volumes to a pool operator is solely at the discretion of Cobra Pipeline.

2. Cobra will have the right to cancel any pooling or agency agreement by notification to the supplier and or pool operator 5 days prior to the start of a billing cycle.

3. All suppliers wishing to assign volumes/deliver points to a pool operator must sign and submit to Cobra an agency agreement.

4. Agency authorization must be accepted by pool operator.

5. Deliver points authorized by agency agreement will be listed on pool operators Attachment A as a delivery point.

6. 100 % of the volumes must be assigned to a singular pool operator for a billing cycle.

7. All changes to an agency agreement must be in writing to Cobra Pipeline. 

8. All changes must be accepted by Cobra Pipeline.

9. All changes must be made by 10 business days prior to the start of a billing cycle.

10. All Agency assignments will be sent to pool operator 5 business days prior to the start of a business cycle.

11. Pool operator will have until the first day of the billing cycle to make changes to the list of agency assignments (from their Attachment A).

12. Cobra will make best efforts to accommodate pool operator and supplier request outside of the timelines listed above.

13. No marketer, pool operator or supplier will use the agency and/or pooling  program to take advantage of the system to the detriment of other shippers or Cobra.

14. All terms and provisions of the Cobra Pipeline tariff will apply to both the Supplier and the Pool Operator.
